The final report was on a new road in front of the Split Rock
Fire Station that may require the fire trucks to turn in one direction.

Commissioner Heiberger reported on meeting with a staff member, Lincoln County Commissioners, and the
Lincoln County State’s Attorney regarding how the Public Safety Assessment may help in controlling their jail
population.
