Commissioner Bender reported the COVID-19 Taskforce for the County will be meeting on October 21, 2020, to
discuss the current situation and any further action that should be taken. Commissioner Bender encouraged people

to do their part in preventing the spread of the virus noting that the hospitalization rate is not looking good.
