For
the purposes of equipment redundancy, consistency in the equipment being utilized, and the growing population
of Minnehaha County, an additional ballot tabulator was identified for purchase. Help America Vote Act (HAVA)
funds are available for Minnehaha County to submit a claim for reimbursement of the cost of the ballot tabulator.
MOTION by Beninga, seconded by Heiberger, to authorize the purchase of a Refurbished Model DS-850 High
Speed Digital Image Scanner from Election System & Software at a cost of $98,500.00, and to authorize the
submission of a claim to the Secretary of State’s Office for Help America Vote Act funds for reimbursement of
the cost of the equipment.
